SUPERVISION

The seminar is being co-ordinated by the
Rotary District RYPEN Committee which
consists of adults with various roles and
duties. Eg. Camp Leader.

Students will be fully supervised
throughout the seminar by adults affiliated
with Rotary and the campsite, who are
required to have mandatory ‘Working with
Children Checks’.
